SUBMITTAL REQUIREMENTS:
1. Application must be completed in full.
2. Your proposal must be attached to your application.
3. Your submission must include a letter of support from the school principal,
top administrator or Head Librarian.

The Planning Committee of the Jerry Malloy Negro League Committee will review all
the applications and make two selections. The winners will be notified by Jackie
Robinson Day, April 15, 2010. Books will be delivered to the winning libraries.
